A trip to the Holly Mountain (mount Athos in Greece) is always fascinating. On December 1998
| visited the Simonos Petras Monastery on a two-day trip. It was a heavy overclouded day and
the mountain’ s peak, as seen from the Monastery’ s balcony, was covered with dark clouds.

I had to wait, at least two hours, to see the peak uncovered. It was the right moment.

My camera, a Hasselblad 2000 FC with a Zeiss 250 mm /4 Tele Tessar lens and an orange fil-
ter, to darken the value of the sky, was ready on a tripod.

The film was a Kodak T max 100 and | processed it in Kodak HC110 developer, dilution 1:70
for 20 minutes at a temperature of 20 °C. The film prints very well on Kodak Elite fine art pa-
per with Dektol 1:2 developer and Kodak Polymax fine art paper with Polymax T developer 1:9.

The fine-grained film gave very good detail and tone range. It was processed in Kodak
HC110 developer, dilution B, for 6 1/2 minutes at a temperature at 20 °C.

The film prints very well on Kodak Polymax fine art paper with Polymax T developer 1:9 and
on ILFORD MGFB paper with ILFORD Multigrade developer.
